Information about Proxies, as of Thursday, February 16th, 2012 


· Proxies – Each club president and VPEd gets one vote at the district council meeting (April 21, at the D60 Spring Conference;. At the Toronto Don Valley Hotel, http://toastmasters60.org/conference/


· This meeting is critically important as it’s where we will be electing next year’s district leaders (District Governor, Lieutenant Governor Education & Training, Lieutenant Governor Marketing, Public Relations Officer, 8 Division Governors). 

· We will also be passing the Realignment for 2012/13. 

· To proceed with the council meeting, we require a quorum of at least 1/3 of the club votes represented. 

· If a president or VPEd cannot attend the meeting, they may assign their proxy to another club member who is attending. 

· They cannot assign their proxy to an Area Governor unless the Area Governor is a member of their club.  

· Area Governors get one vote (DEC member ballots do not count towards quorum and you cannot assign your proxy to anyone else). 

· If the club of which an Area Governor is a member assigns its proxies to this Area Governor, that’s OK but an Area Governor can carry a maximum of 3 votes. 

· Therefore, if an Area Governor is a member of 2 clubs, they cannot carry two votes for each one,since that would be 5 votes, exceeding the maximum. 
 
· Please emphasize the importance of the presidents and VPsEd attending the meeting or at least assigning their proxies and making sure their club’s voice is heard.

· The meeting notice, agenda and proxy forms will be sent out through the mail to all clubs in early March.  Please emphasize that this mail will be from the District Governor, Phyrne Parker, and needs to be opened!
